COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course provides a comprehensive introduction to the world of design, offering
a 360-degree perspective on the creative process for both interior and product
design. Students will explore various themes, from the rich history of Italian design
to practical design methodologies like Design Thinking and Concept Design
Process, focusing on ideation, analysis, and prototyping. The program balances
theoretical knowledge and hands-on workshops, encouraging students to work on
a retail space project that integrates product and interior design.

By the end of the program, students will have developed a complete design project,
including sketches, technical drawings, and a prototype.

COURSE OBJECTIVES
* Understand the fundamental principles of product and interior design.

* Apply Design Thinking and and Concept Design Process methodologies to
develop concepts and strategies.

» Master basic techniques for industrial and architectural drawing representation.

* Analyze objects and architectural spaces from formal, material, and ergonomic
perspectives.

* Prototype design ideas using diverse materials and tools in a lab environment.

» Present a comprehensive design project that spans from initial concept to final
prototype.

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

This course is intended for students who have no background in design. In order to
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enroll in the course, students must be between15 and 18 years old.

OUTPUT
Students will create a complete retail space project, which includes:

e a moodboard and concept development; technical and creative sketches
(product and interior design);

» architectural drawings (plans, sections, elevations, axonometry, and perspective
views); a prototype using materials available in the laboratory.

» Afinal presentation of their project, integrating all visual and physical components.
